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CONSTITUTION
1.0
The Group will be known as BELPER MODEL RAILWAY GROUP, having it's headquarters at suitable premises in the Belper area.

2.0
The objectives of The Group are :-

a)
To encourage and promote all aspects of Model Railways.

b)
The construction, development and operation of working model railway layouts, in various gauges, for the benefit and enjoyment of the members of The Group.

c)
The holding of associated activities which from time to time may be agreed by the members - e.g. Model Exhibitions to which the public may be admitted.

d)
To actively broaden the knowledge and understanding of railways in general by means of visits, demonstrations and lectures on such subjects as are deemed to be appropriate.

3.0
a)
The affairs of The Group will be controlled by an elected committee comprising :-

Chairman

Vice Chairman

 Secretary

Treasurer

Events Co-ordinator

b)
If the number of voting members of the group, as defined in paragraph 9 below and Rule 2, is less than fifteen, any two of the above positions may be held by one person. This clause is subject to the requirement that the committee shall consist of not less than three elected members.

4.0
The committee may, from time to time, co-opt members to serve on the committee for specified purposes.

5.0
a)
The committee will meet from time to time, as they may decide, a quorum being formed by a 
minimum of three committee members.

b)
After each meeting, the Secretary (or another member if the Secretary was not present) will prepare minutes of the meeting. A copy of said minutes will be displayed on the group notice board not later than three weeks after the date of the meeting.

6.0
Finances.

a)
The financial year will run from 1st April in any calendar year until 31st March in the following calendar year.

b)
The treasurer will keep records of all monies received and expended, and will prepare an annual 
Statement of Sources and Applications of Funds for presentation to The Group at the Annual General Meeting. The accounts will be independently audited, not later than 31st May immediately following the Annual General Meeting.

7.0
The committee may decide on any matters not specifically provided for herein, and have power to form new rules, subject to confirmation by a majority of two thirds of the members of The Group in General Meeting (annual or special).

8.0 An Annual General Meeting will be held in April each year, at which time all committee members, must seek re-election if they wish to continue to serve.
